I am delighted to announce that the VCE results for the Class of 2011 are excellent.  For the 8th 
year in succession the College has been named the Best Regional School in Victoria  
(The Age). 
 
The highlights of the results are: 
 
 28% of all study scores were 40 or over. 
 7 students achieved ATARs above 99. 
 48 students achieved ATARs above 90. 
 65% of students achieved ATARs above 80. 
 the median ATAR result was 85.2.  
 Brendan McDougall won the Dux of the College Award with an ATAR score of 99.60. 
 
The school is extremely proud of all the students in the Class of 2011.  It is pleasing to see our 
students develop a clear understanding of the relationship between hard work and achieving 
extraordinary results. 
 
As I have stated on numerous occasions these outcomes are a result of the dedication and 
teamwork of staff, students and parents, and I thank all those involved for their commitment, 
expertise and patience in teaching and guiding these students during their time at Clarendon.
